Proposal for 2012 Olympic Programmer

Torch Stopover event, 24th July 2012

Ealing Council is hosting the Olympic torch on 24th of July. We are looking for an individual to put together a diverse and captivating programme to fill the two ten-minute sets that we have allocated to us during the show. The programmer must have significant links with the local community, or the ambition and ability to forge them. 

The specifications set out by the London Organising Committee of the Olympic Games (LOCOG) state that the acts picked to represent the borough at the evening torch celebration must be local, and that it must be linked in some way to LOCOG’s vision and the themes of the games, which include:

· The Olympic rings and/or their colours (blue, yellow, black, green red)

· The Olympic flame

· A focus on youth, sustainability and diversity

· The values of the Olympic Games (friendship, respect and excellence)

· A celebration of the culture and community within the borough.

The format of the programming is open, but all suggestions must be approved and signed off by the Events Team (via the Operations Manager) and the borough’s Olympic Lead Officer. 

We want to appoint a dynamic creative individual who will lead on:

· Devising the creative concept/theme for the two 10-minute slots.

· Exploring grants and other funding options for an extension of the programming budget.

· Programming high quality local acts and artists that reflect the artistic vibrancy and diversity of Ealing.

· Scheduling and rehearsing performances to ensure a tight and professionally presented performance on the day

· Co-ordinating the programme on the day.

Recommended planning time is approximately two weeks spread over the six months leading up to the event.

Ealing will also be host to the Big Dance Bus on 11th July as part of Big Dance Week, a country-wide initiative launched as part of the Cultural Olympiad to promote dance to a wider audience. We have been asked to provide some local programming for this, which will also be required.

A contract will be drawn up on behalf of Ealing Council detailing all of the above. The commencement date is as soon as possible. The deadline for applications of interest to be sent to the Operations Manager at Catherine Wells (Catherine@theeventumbrella.com) is Friday 27th January 2012. 

The right person will be able to take on the role of creative director and producer and have a track record in producing quality events and programming; and be responsible for administration related to the programme. The fee for completion of the role is £2000 to be paid on a retainer.
